Please bring your 9" x 12" quilt to the June and July BSQG meetings for show and tell.  Turn your quilt in to Diane Giveins at the meeting if you want to participate in the Quilt Initiative fund raiser.  Diane will display all the BSQG Art Initiative Quilts at the Glass City Quilt Commission Kaleidoscope of Quilts XVI show July 19-20 at TamOshanter in Sylvania.  The Gathering of Quilters is also participating and displaying their quilts at Kaleidoscope.  After the July quilt show, the quilts will be registered immediately and sent to the Initiative for the auction to raise money for Alzheimer's research and cure.  The deadline for registering is August 1, as the program is ending in December.  There is a form to be filled out by the quiltmaker for each quilt entered.  Diane will have the forms at the meetings.  We hope you will consider participating in this worthwhile cause.
